Juniors U12, U15 and U18.Medals according to entry.

Shooting Pegs: Red:  All sighted classes except U15 sighted recurve (Freestyle)
Blue: Unsighted classes; U15 sighted recurve (Freestyle)
White: All Juniors under 12 and unsighted juniors up to the age of 
15.

o Target list will be available on the day.
o Practice targets will be available near the car park from 8.30

o The Grand Western and Devon and Cornwall Championships will 
be held on the Sunday only (24 marked targets)

Directions: Take the A376 to Exmouth from the motorway (Junction 30).  At 
the second roundabout (After M5 Junction) take the B3179, 
signposted Woodbury, Budleigh Salterton.  Having passed 
through Woodbury take the next turning right, Signposted B3179, 
Exmouth, Budleigh Salterton.  At the top of the hill turn right, 
Signposted  B3179, Exmouth, Budleigh Salterton.  Continue 
straight on towards Budleigh Salterton (B3179) Ignore all 
signposts to Exmouth. Parking will be on the side of the course.  
With “Marley Road” on the right, take the turning immediately to 
the right on the bend, Go through the blue metal gates and follow 
the signs.  If wet, parking will be further on, just before the turning 
for “Wrights Lane”. For reference our target grounds are another
400 yards further along the road on the left.  PTO for map.
