down a steep hill. At the bottom of the hill is the Ynyscrug roundabout, take the first exit.
Continue straight ahead at first and second set of lights (statue of miner and wife/ McDonalds
and Asda on right). At next set of lights turn left (signposted Ton Pentre). After approx 100yds
turn left, into Glyncornel Centre. Drive up the hill, speed limit 5mph. At the top of the hill turn
right (Environmental Centre on left) down into Pentref car park
